Live streaming Please note that this service is being streamed. You may sit where you
wish. If, however, you prefer not to be seen online, please sit in a side aisle. The
administration of Holy Communion will not be shown.

GDPR Some of St Matthew’s services (most Sunday mornings and some special
services) are live-streamed or recorded for those who cannot attend church in person.
Under GDPR, the church must gain the consent of anyone whose image may be captured,
as this constitutes collection of “personal data”. This includes clergy, readersl/intercessors,
musicians and congregation. Whilst every attempt is made not to capture the faces of
members of the congregation, this may occasionally happen if people turn around or move
around the church during the service. The exception is communion, when the congregation
is not filmed. The side aisles and back of the nave are so far as possible film-free areas
not covered by the camera. Any-one whose personal data is collected must give their
consent. Consent forms are available both in church and on the website. The full policy
can be read on our parish website or on the noticeboards in church.

Toilet and baby changing facilities may be found at the base of the church tower.
There is also a small servery.

For younger children In the north aisle (nearest to Collingwood Road), a carpeted

area equipped with age-specific Christian resources is provided. Please feel free to make
use of these facilities.

Good morning On this most holy and joyful morning, we gather as a parish
family to celebrate the Mass of the Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. Easter
Day proclaims the triumph of life over death, light over darkness, and hope over
despair. The empty tomb stands as a sign of God’s unfailing love and the promise
of new life for all who believe.

Today, our celebration is made even more joyful as, within this Eucharist, we
welcome into the household of faith Matilda “Tilly” Vittoria Fowles, who is six
years old, as she comes to be baptised. In Holy Baptism, Tilly will be united with
Christ in his death and raised with him in his resurrection, becoming a new creation
and a member of Christ’s Church.

As we rejoice in the Resurrection, we also rejoice in Tilly’s new life in Christ.
Together, let us renew our own faith, support her with our prayers, and celebrate
the grace and love made known to us in Jesus Christ our risen Lord.

“Christ is risen; he is risen indeed. ALLELUIA!”

It is our custom to spend some time in quiet preparation before the liturgy begins, and
save further conversation until we meet socially for refreshments afterwards. The following
prayer, based on today’s themes, may be found helpful:

First Reading

Reader A reading from the Acts of the Apostles.

Peter began to speak to Cornelius and the assembled crowd in Caesarea: ‘I truly
understand that God shows no partiality, but in every nation anyone who fears him
and does what is right is acceptable to him. You know the message he sent to the
people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ - he is Lord of all. That message
spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John
announced: how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with
power; how he went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the
devil, for God was with him.

Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene came to
the tomb and saw that the stone had been removed from the tomb. So she ran
and went to Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and
said to them, ‘They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not know
where they have laid him.” Then Peter and the other disciple set out and went
toward the tomb.
